A 46-year-old mother has admitted 
sexually assaulting her 13-year-old 
daughter and filming the abuse, pleading 
guilty to more than 20 sex offences. 

The woman appeared in Perth 
Magistrate's Court on nine counts of 
indecent dealing, nine counts of making an 
indecent recording, one charge of sexually 
penetrating a child, one charge of 

encouraging a child to engage in sexual 
behaviour and one count of supplying 
child pornography. The charges relate to 
incidents in 2003 and 2004. 

Police claimed the abuse was uncovered 
after officers searched a 29-year-old 
Armadale man's computer and found a 
video showing him having sex with the 
woman and her teenage daughter. 

The woman, who is on bail, is due for 
sentencing on March 20.

From lipstick to
 
literary schtick'

It is an unusual career transition to 
move from being a brand manager 
for a cosmetic company to becom­
ing an award-winning author offic­
tion. From lipstick to literate 
schtick. 

But that is the trajectory taken by 
Natasha Lester, winner ofthe 2008 
T.A.G. Hungerford Award, which 
was announced at a function in the 
belltower on Thursday. 

The Hungerford is the most 
prestigious and - at $6000 - valu­
able prize in WA for an unpublished 
manuscript of fiction. 

Lester's novel, What is left Over, 

Mter, is about a woman who, after a 
shocking tragedy, abandons her 
husband and baby in Sydney and 
runs away to Siesta Park, just out­
side Busselton. She gradually 
regains perspective and courage 
enough to face the world. 

"The story is about the reasons 
why she leaves them behind. It's 
about mothers and daughters and 
the stories they tell to each other," 
Lester explained. "I'm interested 
in the way mothers and daughters 
are often portrayed in novels. 

"I thought there were perhaps 
others ways to portray them ... that 
were less idealistic. I guess I was 
interested in exploring the darker 
side of mothers and daughters." 

Lester hastens to add that the story 
is not autobiographical. 

"My mother would kill me," she 
said. 

Lester, of Claremont, is strongly 
influenced by the writing of Cana­
dian novelist Margaret Attwood. 
Award winning Perth author Joan 
London has been important, too. 

Ray Coffey, a member of the 
judging panel, said What Is Left 
Over, After displayed considerable 
facility with language. 

It also had an originality ofimage 
and expression, as well as a strong 
feeling for character. 

"This suggests she has the 
potential to develop into a very 
good fiction writer," he said.
